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New members' pack

History

Brent Friends of the Earth was founded in 2006 and since that time the group has steadily increased its membership and run a number of successful and memorable campaigns and events. Highlights include our campaign work on the Brent Cross redevelopment, the highly successful week of screenings of The Age of Stupid and a nomination for Group of the Year at the Friends of the Earth national conference in 2008.  Our Press Officer was also runner up in the Friend of the Earth award in 2009.

Meetings

Meetings are currently held on the second Tuesday of every month at Willesden Trades & Labour Hall, 375 High Road, Willesden Green, NW10 2JR  - through the double doors and then the first room on the left. 

Format of meetings

Meetings are chaired by our co-ordinator who will circulate (via Riseup - see below) an agenda beforehand. Meetings typically consist of:

· an update on current campaigns

· discussion of new events/campaigns

· planning for stalls/meetings

· outside speakers

Minutes are typed up by group members and circulated via Riseup.

The group holds an Annual General Meeting in April of each year at which post-holders are (re)elected and the group's constitution (available on our website) is reviewed.

Group communication (Riseup)

The main mode of communication within the group is email. We have an email group, referred to as Riseup, which members can join on request (speak to Robert). Once added to the Riseup list, you will receive copies of all emails posted to the group (usually 5-10 per week) and can also send an email that all group members will receive.

Unfortunately we can not use other means to communicate within the group (e.g. post, phone, SMS) as this is too expensive and complicated.

Mailing list and newsletter

We also hold a mailing list (mainly local politicians, organisations and individuals) which anybody can join. This is used to send important messages (e.g. about a public meeting) as well as our newsletter.

The newsletter is published quarterly and is a two-sided A4 review of the group's recent activities, as well as features on group members or green lifestyle ideas. The newsletter is distributed online as well as copies being given out at stalls, libraries etc.

Website

The group's website is www.brentfoe.com. It contains updates on campaigns, news items, photos, press cuttings and other details about the group. There is also a members' section which currently hosts the minutes of previous meetings.

Membership

Membership of the group is open to anybody and involves signing a membership form stating that you will work to support the group's aims and constitution (available on our website). Membership runs from April each year. There is a voluntary £5 membership fee which we would encourage you to pay, as this constitutes the bulk of the group's income for the year. Please speak to Robert, Membership Secretary, about joining the group.

We are always keen meet new people and welcome people from all walks of life.  You don’t need to be an expert on environmental issues or have a particular skill. All we ask for is enthusiasm and a desire to communicate environmental issues to the wider community.
