Brent Friends of the Earth Invitation to The Wave as Local Campaigner Prepares for Copenhagen
A local campaigner with Brent Friends of the Earth (FoE) is preparing to travel to the UN Climate Change talks in Copenhagen this December, as the group invites others to join them on the national demonstration The Wave this Saturday December 5th in London.
The Wave will call on world leaders to take urgent action to secure a fair international deal to stop global warming exceeding the danger threshold of 2 degrees C.

Group member Wystan Palm will join a Friends of the Earth contingent going by Eurostar to the conference in Copenhagen, Denmark on 11th December.  He recently met Secretary of State for Energy and Climate Change, Ed Miliband, at a climate change event in Kilburn.
Wystan Palm, Kilburn resident and Brent FoE member says, “I am looking forward to going to Copenhagen as part of the Friends of the Earth lobby.  These talks have been described as the most important event in the world – ever.  It’s vital that world leaders reach a strong and fair agreement at UN climate change talks in Copenhagen this December.
“I met Climate Change Secretary Ed Miliband and invited him to The Wave – he says he’ll be there.  Now I’d like to invite all Brent residents concerned about the effects of climate change to join us in London on December 5th and show the Government there is a large body of public opinion urging them to push for a strong and just agreement.”
Climate campaigners including Brent FoE will be flooding London on Saturday, December 5 to take part in The Wave – a huge public demonstration that will encircle the houses of Parliament with thousands of people dressed in blue. *    The Government to abandon its promotion of carbon offsetting and pledge to cut emissions by at least 40% by 2020 at home without carbon offsetting;
*    New funds for developing countries, distributed through the UN, so that they can develop cleanly and adapt to the effects of climate change which are already putting millions of lives at risk;
*    No inclusion of rainforests in carbon markets, so that rich countries can buy up large tracts of land to offset their emissions.
